	One issue that continues to impact the quality of Wisconsin’s data, resulting in missing or incomplete information for some elements, is its four-year conversion process.  

For example, there are 404 records in the 2006A data file that do not have a date of first removal (foster care element #18).  While this is a decrease from prior report periods and reflects that the State is addressing data clean-up, the number of records missing a date of first removal is still unacceptably high.  The missing information is related to conversion
