* An Order to Withhold Income provides the 
authority for the employer to withhold income. 

* An Order for Withholding Income for Child 
Support comes from a IV-D child support agency, 
court or attorney authorized by state law to issue an 
income withholding order. 

ORDER 

* A Notice of an Order to Withhold Income requires the 
sender to provide a copy of the underlying administrative 
or court order that contains a provision authorizing 
income withholding. 

* Attorneys, Tribal legal representatives, individuals and 
private collection agencies must submit a copy of the 
underlying administrative or court order that contains a 
provision authorizing income withholding.
