· One copy of the proposal form filled out in its entirety.

· One copy of the abbreviated abstract summary, no longer than 50 words, to be published in the conference notebook.

· One copy of each presenter’s biography (four to 10 sentences).
· One copy of a double-spaced, 250-300 word abstract (preferably one page). (See abstract requirements.)
