FPLS Minor Release 07-01

Child Support Enforcement Network – There is one enhancement to CSENet.

1. Discontinue FIRG Update File.

The CSENet application is being modified so that States only receive active address information in the Intergovernmental Referral Guide (IRG) Master File.

Federal Offset System – There are three enhancements to the Federal Offset System.

1. Create a New Exclusion Indicator for Insurance Match.

The Federal Offset System is being modified to provide an Exclusion Indicator to allow individual cases to be excluded from Insurance Match (this information was provided in Release 06-01, and the implementation will be in Release 07-01).

2. Improve SSN/Name Verification Process in Federal Offset.

The Federal Offset System is being modified to provide additional information to States concerning pertinent obligor information, based on whether the obligor information meets requirements for Department of State (DoS) passport denial certification.  
Unverified SSN/Name combinations are not eligible for passport denial certification.  As a result of this change however, unverified SSN/Name combinations with a probable name match will now be eligible for passport denial certification. 

3. Return Additional Fields in State Reconciliation.

The Federal Offset System is being modified to provide obligor’s priority address information that is stored at OCSE to States on the Case Reconciliation File.

Query Interstate Cases for Kids – There are two enhancements to the QUICK System.

1. Add Informational Message for Case Not Found.

The QUICK application is being modified to provide a data access response code on the JIT Response XML document when the State does not have a case for the requestor’s Other State Case ID.

2. Remove Processing Page.

The QUICK application is being modified to remove the QUICK Processing Page and to consolidate its functionality with the Case Request Page.

Federal Case Registry – There are six enhancements to the FCR scheduled for July 13, 2007.
1. Implement Proactive Matching with State Verification and Exchange System (SVES).

The FCR is being modified so States that elect to receive SVES information will have an option to receive proactive SVES matches on their new and changed Persons who are in a IV-D case.  An additional option is being provided to enable States to specify which Participant Types to use in this Proactive Match. 
2. Filter Negative Locate Responses.

The FCR is being modified to provide States with the option to suppress Negative (no record found) Locate Responses, and to provide an additional option to override this filter if a Negative Response is the last response of a group so a Locate Closed Indicator can be returned.  

3. Provide DMDC Sponsor Information.

The FCR/DMDC Match process is being modified to return information that relates to the sponsor of the child if the sponsor is coded as “Other” (that is, not ‘CP’, ‘NCP’ or ‘PF’).

4. Return Error/Warning Codes for ‘AD’, ‘PK’ and ‘CV’ Locate Types that include NSA.

The FCR is being modified so ‘AD’, ‘PK’ and ‘CV’ Locates that include a request for NSA will be returned with an appropriate error or warning message.
5. Return Alternate NDNH SSN/Name Validation Codes.

The FCR/NDNH Locate and Proactive Match process is being modified to return records that contain a code indicating that the SSN/Name combination was not verified at SSA, but successfully passed a name matching routine used by the NDNH. 
6. Return Insurance Match Output to State Child Support Enforcement Agencies.

The FCR is being modified to return a new FCR Response record that contains the results of matches of persons on the Federal Tax Refund Offset File with insurance databases.  
Note:  The implementation date for this FCR change will be announced when the processing has been completed.  States will not receive the Insurance Match records until they choose to participate.  States that choose to participate in the Insurance Match will need programming changes to accept and process the new FCR Insurance Match Response record layouts.  OCSE will initially suppress the Insurance Match process for all States.
