Summary Narrative:  Proposed Use of FFY 2000 Funds

Georgia’s Child Support Enforcement Agency, which has administrative responsibilities for the Child Access & Visitation Grant program, initially entered into a contract with Families First to provide related services in May, 1998. In 1998 and 1999, the funds were used in Fulton and Dekalb. In 2000, the funds were used, in part, to take A & V services state wide through 4 contracted service providers. This will expand child access and visitation services to each of the 12 Department of Human Resource Districts located throughout the state. This has been accomplished by combining FFY 1999 Child Access & Visitation Grant and Social Services Block Grant funds. A solicitation for proposals was announced in February 2000, in an effort to increase the number of qualified services vis-à-vis the increased demand for services.

Services provided include the following:

· Intake and assessment

· Counseling

· Co-parenting education

· Development of parenting plans

· Mediation

· Sites for neutral drop off/pick up & monitored supervision
