Summary Narrative:  Proposed Use of FFY 2000 Funds

Delaware reports that domestic violence accounts for more than one-third of the violent crime in the state. According to the 1995 Delaware State Domestic Referral Statistics Report, the Statewide Victim Center received a total of 3,569 domestic violence cases wherein 1803 children were present or involved in the domestic violence crimes. Unfortunately, violence between parents does not necessarily lessen when they separate or divorce. Often the level of violence escalates at the time of visitation or exchange of the child from one parent to the other. Delaware has chosen to use funds allocated under the Federal A & V Grant program to support the establishment and expansion of family visitation centers in various counties throughout the state. These family visitation centers provide monitored and supervised visitation as well as serving as a neutral drop-off and pick-up for exchanging children. Three of these state-operated visitation centers are located in Kent and Sussex Counties. These two counties represent one-third of the state’s total population of minor children living in single-parent homes. Centers have also been established in New Castle County that serve families in the Wilmington area.
