	The main rule is that the order is statue-barred 10 years after it was issued, unless the limitation has been interrupted for instance by payments from the payor, application from the payor for remittance of debts  (recognition of the debts), order for garnishment, request for enforcement to foreign State, etc,

If the payor’s address is unknown, or there are other obstacles, an additional 1 year at a time is given up to 10 times.
