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Background





SSA has entered into an agreement with the Department of State (DOS) to verify a refugee’s status with the DOS Refugee Data Center (RDC) when SSA cannot verify refugee status by an online SAVE query.





Refugees often apply for Social Security numbers (SSN) within days of arriving in the U.S. and before data is available online for them in an Immigration and Naturalization Service (INS) data base.  Since RDC data accurately reflects refugee information, including the information that INS admitted the person as a refugee, SSA now requires verification of refugee status by DOS when verification is not available online from INS via SAVE.  The RDC database also includes some biographical information as well as other data about refugees that may help to confirm an applicant’s identity.





SSA and DOS have established a procedure for FOs to FAX verification requests directly to the RDC (see Attachment A).  RDC staff will respond to SSA requests within one business day by FAXing back printouts of the information contained in RDC records (see Attachment B).  The RDC staff will also respond to telephone requests in emergency situations.





How To Identify the SSN Applicant is a Refugee





Identify a refugee by the INS document presented, i.e., an I-94 that does not show an alien classification and is stamped with the legend (see RM 00203.460):





Admitted as a refugee pursuant to section 207 of the INA Act. If you 


depart the U.S. you will need prior permission from INS to return.





When You Should Submit Verification Requests to the RDC





These instructions make two important changes in the procedures for verifying the immigration status of refugees when they are applying for original or replacement SSN cards.  





NOTE:  If your office has any SS-5s pending for SSN applicants because you were unable to verify refugee status through the INS online SAVE data base, contact the RDC to verify their status.  If the RDC verifies refugee status, process these applications.





Continue to visually examine all INS documents, including those issued to refugees, for the security features described in the Administrative Confidential Memorandum for detecting fraudulent INS documents .  This examination includes viewing the document(s) under a black light for fluorescent indicators (RM 00203.720).  If a refugee’s document does not appear to be valid, verify the document with INS using a G�845, Document Verification Request.  If a refugee’s document appears to be genuine, based on the visual examination, follow the new procedures, below.





Effective immediately, when a refugee applies for an SSN card (original or replacement), take these steps:





1.	Query the INS SAVE online data base (ASVI) to confirm the immigration status of all refugees, regardless of the length of time the refugee has been in the U.S.  (This is a change from current POMS instructions (RM 00203.720) that require INS verification of immigration status only when the person has been in the U.S. 30 days or longer.  For all other aliens continue to follow existing instructions).





If the online SAVE query does not confirm refugee status, verify with the RDC the status of any individual presenting an I-94 indicating the person was admitted as a refugee . 





Since the RDC maintains data for only refugees,  do not contact the RDC to verify the immigration status of other aliens. 





REMINDER:  Treat a refugee as an alien lawfully admitted for permanent residence for SSN purposes and enter a ”Y” in the PRA field of the SS-5 (See RM 00202.230B.5 and RM 00203.600).





How You Should Submit Verification Requests to the RDC





Use the form in Attachment A below to FAX your verification requests to the RDC.  Complete the upper portion of the form with the applicant’s name, date of birth, place of birth and alien number, as shown on the refugee’s I-94.  Also show your name, job title, FO, telephone and FAX numbers, signature and the date of your request.





The RDC needs to be sure that the FAX request is, in fact, being sent by an SSA FO.  Therefore,  make sure that your FAX machine is set to show the name of your FO, e.g., SSA, Anytown, OH, as the sender of the FAX on outgoing FAX transmissions.  If your FAX machine is not already identifying your office, consult the booklet provided with your FAX machine on how to appropriately set your FAX machine.  If necessary, contact your FAX service vendor for assistance.





FAX your request to either of the RDC FAX numbers shown on the lower portion of the form.  Be sure that you enter the RDC FAX number correctly.  





Interpreting RDC Responses





RDC will respond by completing the lower portion of your request form and faxing it back to you.  It will also FAX printouts of the screens of information contained in RDC records.  A facsimile of the RDC response screen and information to interpret the data shown on that screen are included in Attachments B through I, below.





If there is no information on the applicant in the RDC database, RDC will indicate this in its response to you.  When RDC has no information on the person, enter the applicant’s SS-5 as “S” for suspect and request INS to verify refugee status using a G-845, Document Verification Request. 





In addition, if the RDC has received verification requests for the same applicant from other SSA offices, it will include in the response to you the names of those other SSA offices and the dates the offices submitted the requests.  (RDC has offered to provide this additional information to alert you to individuals who may be “shopping around” to obtain SSNs.)





RDC records contain more information than you would ordinarily need to verify a refugee’s status.  However, the additional information may assist you when interviewing an applicant to verify the person’s identity or detect possible identity fraud situations.  Information such as the date of the refugee’s flight to the U.S. or the refugee’s ultimate destination in the U.S., may be information that often only the refugee would know.





Additional RDC Assistance





RDC has also offered to provide emergency assistance to SSA offices by phone.  Therefore, if you need an immediate response, you may contact RDC at (212) 777-5400, Monday through Friday between 9:00 a.m. and 5:15 p.m., Eastern Time.  SSA callers will still need to FAX a request form (Attachment A to the RDC) so that RDC can confirm the call is from SSA.

INS Approval Date – The date INS approved the individual/family as refugee(s).  (This date will not be shown on I-94s)





Affiliate – Code for the local affiliate of the Volag assisting the refugees.  (FOs should recontact the RDC and specifically request this information if it is relevant to interviewing the SSN applicant.)





Arrived – The date the refugee arrived in the U.S.





City, State – The refugee’s final destination in the U.S.





Name – Refuee’s name, in last name, first name format.





MS - Marital Status – See Attachment E, below.
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Educ – The highest Education Level reached by the refugee.  See Attachment F, below.





English Ability – Single character codes indicating Reading, Writing, and Speaking ability, e.g. NNN indicates no reading, no writing and no speaking English ability.  See Attachment G, Below.





Alien No – The A Number assigned to the refugee by INS.





POB – Place of Birth – See Attachment H, Country Code Table, below.





SSA-INQ – Date of the SSA FO inquiry for which the query was prepared.





Rel – Relationship to the Principal Applicant (e.g., head of refugee family) – See Attachment I.





CZ - Citizenship/Nationality of refugee – See Country Code Table, Attachment H, below.
