The two-day consultation for State Refugee Coordinators and State Refugee 
Health Coordinators will be held on Monday and Tuesday, November 7 and 8, with check-in on Sunday night, November 6.  

The one-day consultation for invited Mutual Assistance Associations (MAAs) will be held on the following day, Wednesday, November 9.  

The one-day consultation for National Voluntary Resettlement Agencies will be held on the following day, Thursday, November 10.
