Directions:

From Portland – Get on Hwy 26 to Beaverton, Tillamook, Beaches (West).  Stay on Hwy 26 through Beaverton toward the coast.  Take the “North Plains” exit.  It is the last Hillsboro exit.  At the stop sign, turn left and go over the freeway.  This is Glencoe Road.  Stay on Glencoe.  It will eventually change to 1st.  You will pass the Public Service Bldgs.  You will also pass the MAX tracks.  The next light will be Baseline (a one-way street to the right).  Turn onto Baseline.  You will pass the new county jail, Dick’s Country Dodge and Big “O” Tires on the right side of the street.  When you get to Big “O” Tires slow down and turn right into the next driveway.  That is Community Action.  The parking lot is toward the road and the building sits back on the property.  As you face the Building, the far left is the Kitchen/Café, the middle is the Child Development Center 0-5, and the right door is the Community Action Office.  Head Start’s offices are on the second floor of the office building.

From I-5 South – Head north on I-5.  Take the Beaverton exit onto Hwy 217.  It is in the Tigard/Lake Oswego area.  Stay on Hwy 217 to the end. (approx. 7 miles long – you will pass Washington Square and the Beaverton exits).  At the end of 217, take the Tillamook, Beaches exit.  That will put you on Hwy 26 heading west.  Follow the bold print directions from Portland.
