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How do HS/ECEAP Programs get started?

· The process for HS/ECEAP access is currently in development.

· There are some steps that can be taken to prepare you and your program staff for access.

What can be done now?

· Visit the CHILD Profile website at www.childprofile.org
· Click on the Schoolhouse icon and look at the steps currently on-line for school access.  The process for HS/ECEAP will closely parallel this process.

· At top - Click on Information for Providers.  Then click List of Participating Providers on left menu.  This will give you a list by county of participating providers and school districts.

· At left – Click on View a Demonstration.  This will allow you to take a preliminary look at the registry and sample reports. 

· Click on CHILD Profile Health Promotion Material and review material for each mailing. 

· Determine a “point person” who will coordinate the process.

· Alert your Program Director that an informational letter about this process will be coming in the next couple of months.

· Review Step 2 and determine who will sign the agreement.

· Review Step 3 and assess your technical needs including identifying a technical lead.

· Identify staff who will need view access.  

· Do some preliminary planning for staff training such as reviewing the on-line training ahead of time.  This will help you to determine training strategies for your program staff.  
How will we know when access is available?

· A letter will be sent to Program Directors informing them of access availability.
· Check the CHILD Profile website on a weekly basis.  When the HS/ECEAP “block” icon appears, the process is in place.

What is the expected date for access to be available?

· The latest date expected is August 1st, 2007.  The goal is to beat that timeline.

How will programs be prioritized for access?

· There will be no prioritizing.  Once the process is on-line, programs can begin the paperwork for access.  First come, first served.
