How do I receive diapers? 
You may be eligible if your family is below 200% of the federal poverty 
guidelines, or you are already the recipient of a program like Medicaid. Please 
bring proof of income or proof of being a recipient of a program like Medicaid. 
Be prepared to fill out an application.

You do not need to register beforehand but recommend calling ahead to 
ensure availability.
