Why A Youth Homelessnhess Survey?

Our goal is to shrink the
knowledge gap and develop effective policy responses to the issue of youth
homelessness.

+ This study will help us improve estimates of the number of unaccompanied in DC
and obtain data describing:
- basic demographics of the population
- frequent causal factors leading to youth homelessness
- services and supports youth utilize and the gaps in services for this population

Access to this information will create the basis for a data driven approach to the design
and implementation of effective policy interventions that will mitigate the issue of youth
homelessness in the District.

+ Assign a point person to distribute and collect completed surveys

* Notify DCAYA of any closures, events, etc. that may conflict with survey efforts
