For many youth, the first thing they are told when they reach out to a service provider is: "If you tell me about violence, I will have to make a mandatory report to Child Protective Services (CPS) or the police." This statement can silence, confuse, or intimidate young people experiencing harm or abuse. Such responses can unintentionally communicate, "There is no one you can talk to about your experiences…you’re alone."
This webinar will help anti-violence advocates separate fact from fiction when it comes to mandated reporting. It will offer practical tips for limiting the negative impacts of mandatory reports, share youth-centered practices when a report is needed, as well as lay out a rationale for a reform of current mandatory reporting practices.
