Two Case Managers are available to meet with clients to assist them in accessing resources, problem solving and tracking progress. We provide intensive case management for the first 8 months the individual is in the US and general walk-in services beyond. 
CSS provides up to 60 months of bilingual case management.

ELT is offered through partnerships with non-profit ESL/ literacy agencies in Delta Junction, Anchorage and the Mat-Su Valley.   Funding for ESL is through ORR RSS support and State TANF support.

All clients within their first 8 months in the US, or first 8 months from asylum grant are provided support for English classes.  Clients from 8 months through 2 years in the US are provided support if they demonstrate financial need.  Clients are connected to a variety of classes some of which are free to the clients.  
	CSS has an immigration service run by a BIA accredited representative.  

The W-F program partners with local agencies to run a wide range of vocational training seminars with interpreters for refugee and non-English speaking community members.  

Through an Older Refugee Grant the W-F program provides basic case management support and citizenship training to refugees age 60 and older.  
Through a Refugee School Impact Grant RAIS partners closely with the Anchorage School District to offer additional support to newly arrived refugee youth.
