CRSP continues to implement the State Plan through its participation in the Wilson-Fish project, which it began in FY 2002.  CRSP does not provide direct services, but rather provides state leadership, networking, monitoring and systems navigation on behalf of refugees and the agencies that assist them. Under the WF program all refugees receive cash assistance, case management and employability services. TANF-eligible refugees receive basic cash assistance through the state TANF program in their county of residence and beginning in FY 2011, receive an RCA differential payment through WF.
