In 1992, the State of Kentucky withdrew from the refugee program. USCCB/MRS in Washington DC and Catholic Charities of Louisville assumed responsibility for CMA management in 1993, and later the refugee social service in 1994. Since 2002, Catholic Charities of Louisville assumed sole responsibility of the Kentucky Wilson-Fish Project and in 2006 established a separate department that serves solely as the designated State Refugee Coordinator-Kentucky Office for Refugees. The Kentucky Wilson-Fish Program provides services to the full spectrum of eligible refugees in Kentucky; this includes RCA, RMA, employment services and non employment services, intensive case management services, as well as other services available through the discretionary grants.
