All other contracts are transferred to LSS/ND.

As of 10/1/2010, TANF-type refugees are referred to County Social Services for TANF benefits. LSS/ND and ND Department of Human Services are engaged in conversation about transitioning these services from LSS to the State. Refugees are referred and assisted with applications through county social services for Refugee Medical Assistance, SNAP, and other economic assistance programs.
