Volags determine eligibility and distribute cash assistance for their own primary and secondary refugees. Verification is done by CCDSD as the principal contractor. For asylee enrollments, Catholic Charities determines eligibility first. Then, asylees are served by the respective Volags according to a round robin system.  Refugees resettled by the Alliance for African Assistance and Kurdish Human Rights Watch who are not eligible for TANF are referred to CCDSD  for WF-RCA and social services.
