PROGRESS has been operating since 1998, and was developed by USCRI/VRRP in collaboration with the Vermont Agency of Human Services (AHS). 

USCRI/VRRP provides comprehensive services through a privatized service delivery of RCA, Employment and ELT to both RCA-type and TANF-type clients within the 8 month eligibility period. In FY2011, PROGRESS will cease providing TANF-type clients with cash assistance with the exception of FY10 carryover clients.
